If you receive SNAP benefits, you
are automatically enrolled in the MA Healthy
Incentives Program (HIP) and can use it as long

as you have at least $1 on your EBT card.

HIP automatically puts the SNAP dollars you spend on local fruits and
vegetables back on your EBT card instantly. You can get $1back on
your EBT card for every $1 spent on fruits and vegetables at the
Farmers' Market! Once the money has been put back on your EBT
card, you can spend it at any SNAP retailer like always.
